Elected officers represent parent interests at meetings,
and discussions and help organize events of interest to
parents.

The Special Education Parent Advisory Committee
(SEPAC ) is comprised of volunteers who dedicate
time to provide resources for parents and advice to
the district on matters pertaining to the education and
safety of students with disabilities.

This brochure was developed to provide BRCPS
families with information about SEPAC with the
intention of establishing an active and functioning
SEPAC within the BRCPS community.

The Commonwealth of Massachusetts regulations
require that Special Education Parent Advisory Council
advise the district on matters that pertain to the
education and safety of students with disabilities.
SEPAC members meet regularly with district
administrators to participate in planning, developing,
and evaluating the district’s special education
programs.
